Temporary Closure Notice 
Received by L&C and 
Regional Contact. 

The license status in 
TULIP will show as active. 

Request to Reopen Submitted to 
L&C (must be within 90 days of 
start date) 

Failure to notify L&C within 90 
days:  Specialist will request a 
site visit from the region. 

If the region finds that the 
provider has not reopened, the 
region will cite them and refer the 
provider to Enforcement. 

Life Safety Code Survey 
(NA for DAHS-ISS Only) 

Specialist emails the region, 
requesting a reopen LSC survey. 

The region completes the survey, 
updates TULIP and emails the 
specialist. 

Provider may resume 
operations. 

A temporary closure is defined as a cessation of operations for 
longer than 30 days with plans to resume operations. 
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
